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EARTH IMPACT

MCEER initially was dedicated to reducing
vulnerability to earthquake damage, both
to physical structures and to socioeconomic
systems, but has expanded its focus to
extreme events of all types. Funded by a
large number of state and federal agencies,
the center draws on the expertise of
researchers nationwide, directing more than
$120 million in research projects since its
founding in 1986.

SUPERCOMPUTING

The Center for Computational Research, one
of the leading academic supercomputing
centers in the world, currently supports
about 100 research groups involving nearly
40 university departments and more than

20 external partners from its home in UB’s
New York State Center of Excellence in
Bioinformatics and Life Sciences. Aside from
furthering research within the university,
the CCR benefits local businesses that rely
on its capabilities in high-end computing and
visualization capabilities.
