Ways to Give

›	Annual Gifts  Unrestricted annual funds go directly into 
UB’s operating budget to enhance academic programs, 
innovative teaching and research, scholarships, financial 
aid, and more. Donors may “restrict” a gift to a school 
or academic department, athletics, student life, the 
arts, or other programs. 

›	Endowment Gifts  Endowment gifts provide security over 
the long term by creating a predictable source of future 
income for such things as faculty positions, student 
scholarships or fellowships, or entire academic programs 
or schools.

›	Planned Gifts  Planned gifts can be an effective way to 
support UB, while achieving personal and philanthropic 
goals.  Some gifts, like bequests, allow individuals 
to make commitments today without relinquishing 
assets until their passing. Other gifts, like charitable 
gift annuities, allow donors to support UB today, earn 
charitable deductions, and receive a reliable stream of 
income for life. 

›	Corporate and Foundation Support Corporate and 
Foundation Relations builds partnerships 
and generates financial support from 
corporations and foundations for 
teaching, research, and service at UB.
