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PURPOSE

Before each protocol consult the “WORKSHEET: Quorum and Expertise (HRP-305)” to determine that the meeting is appropriately convened by meeting the “EXPERTISE REQUIREMENTS” and notify the IRB chair when the meeting is not appropriately constituted for the review of that protocol.
When a member leaves the meeting room for any reason (including a Conflicting Interest) consult the “WORKSHEET: Quorum and Expertise (HRP-305)” to determine that the meeting continues to be appropriately convened by meeting the “QUORUM REQUIREMENTS” and notify the IRB chair when the meeting is not appropriately convened.
